· Thermoscan ear thermometers

Hygienic protective covers for Thermoscan

These would be used solely on patients that have had perineal surgery, patients who resent having rectal temperature being taken and unpredictable or aggressive patients. The thermometers would reduce patient stress and risk of injury to staff.
· Asena fluid pumps 




£619 each - as many as possible
These pumps are used to administer essential fluids accurately to patients.  QMH currently have two types of fluid pumps.  This means as a patient moves from one to the other it has to have all its tubing changed.  They are trying to move across to one type, so increasing the number of Asena pumps will help to achieve this. 

· Digital camera and memory card for ICU and Emergency room

Recording pictures of disease processes and progressions will greatly aid learning leading to better patient care.
· Xenon Laryngoscope with fibre optic blades

To assist with intubation of patients for anaesthesia and in emergencies to quickly insert an endotracheal tube to give assisted breathing.

To run specific software for viewing MRI and CT pictures as 3D images.

· Quick-Combo 3-Lead Patient Simulator

This device simulates patient conditions, allowing students to practice 3 lead ECG readings and defibrillation shocks.  It simulates asystole, bradycardia, normal sinus rhythm, ventricular fibrillation (VF), V-tach and patient motion.  

The list below are all Laparoscopy pieces of equipment.  The QMH currently have Laparoscopy equipment that needs to be enhanced and added to.  It is used for viewing inside the abdomen and performing surgery without the need for opening the abdomen up, i.e. keyhole surgery.  This is less traumatic for the patients, speeds up their recovery time and reduces risk of infection.
