Anaesthesia incorporating Analgesia: Extended Patient Care reports (3) 50%, Unseen examination 50%, 
Emergency and Critical Care Nursing incorporating Fluid Therapy: Extended Patient Care reports (3)  50%, Unseen examination 50%
Surgical Nursing incorporating Wound Management: Extended Patient Care reports (3) 50%,  Unseen examination 50%
Diagnostic Imaging: Extended Patient Care reports(3)  50%,  Unseen examination 50%
Medical Nursing: Extended Patient Care reports (3) 50%,  Unseen examination 50%
Each module will also have an OSPVE which will be required to be passed to successfully pass the module.

	Marking Criteria:

Coursework (module assignments, formative and summative assessments)
Use RVC Common 17-point Grading Scheme
Examinations (Unseen MCQs, EMQs, Short answer papers, OSPVE’s)
The number of marks available for each type of question will be clearly stated on the examination paper. A question left unanswered or deleted by the candidate will score zero.

OSPVEs 

A pass mark will be set for each station. The pass mark for the examination as a whole will be set according to approved and accepted standard setting protocols, including if appropriate a minimum number of stations to be passed.

	Requirements to Pass Overall 

Requirement to pass module
In order to pass each module the student must achieve an aggregate average of not less than 50% and pass the associated OSPVE.
Requirement to Pass Stage 2 Overall

In order to pass the course the student must achieve a pass in each of three modules.

	Consequences of Failure

A candidate who has failed a module will be deemed to have failed the course (see 8.1).

A candidate who fails a specific assessment activity or module at the first attempt is permitted to resit the assessment activity/module, but will be awarded a bare pass for that piece of work/module if it is above the pass/fail threshold.

A candidate who fails a module at the second attempt is required to relinquish the course. S/he has a right of appeal as described in the College Regulations.

	Disclosure of Marks

Each candidate will receive individual notification of attainment.

Any results published will be by candidate number.

	Absence from summative assessment

Where a student has an allowable absence, s/he will be marked absent (A) from a summative assessment and will be required to sit the assessment activity at the next available time
An allowable absence is one that is for a significant unforeseeable event such as illness. Any other foreseeable absence will only be considered allowable if agreed by PRUNE and this will only apply in very strictly limited circumstances.

A student absent for any other reason will be awarded 0 (zero) for the assessment.

	Late submission of work.

Extended Patient Care Reports submitted after the due deadline will be given a mark of 0 (zero). The only exception being if the student has been given an extension by the module leader for an allowable reason.
