	Consequences of Failure

A candidate who achieves less than 50% for a module will be required to resit that module’s assessment activity/ies where a mark of less than 50% (fail) was obtained, unless already taken for second time. The mark obtained for any module where an assessment activity has been repeated, will be awarded a mark no greater than 50%.

A candidate who fails a module at the second attempt is required to relinquish the course. S/he has a right of appeal as described in the College Regulations.

	Absence and Summative in- course assessment
Where a student has an allowable absence, s/he will be marked absent (A) from a summative assessment and will be required to sit the assessment activity at the next available time
An allowable absence is one that is for a significant unforeseeable event such as illness. Any other foreseeable absence will only be considered allowable if agreed by PRUNE and this will only apply in very strictly limited circumstances.

A student absent for any other reason will be awarded 0 (zero) for the assessment.
